AT ASTUVANSALMI
Ristiina has the most extensive rock art in the Nordic 
countries, dating back more than 5,000 years. 
A stunning cavalcade of mystical patterns and palm 
prints are on display. The paintings can be reached by 
cruise boats from Ristiina during the summer.

The Saimaa Geopark includes important geological sites, 
cultural attractions and unique hiking trails throughout the 
Saimaa region. In every corner of the area you will fi nd land-

scapes and places shaped by the Ice Age, idyllic villages and 
towns, and historic cultural sites. When you visit them, the 

story of how Lake Saimaa came to exist opens up to you 
in a whole new way.

Head for the scenic routes
Embark on a journey to the most spectacular landscapes of 
southern Saimaa and to the stories of the past. Route 62, or the 
Lietvesi Scenic Road between Puumala and Anttola, takes you on 
a winding route through the beautiful scenery of Lake Saimaa. 
The road is also listed in Forbes’ “5 Awesome Road Trips in 
Scandinavia and the Nordics”. The Puumala Archipelago Road 
off ers a 20-kilometre journey through the archipelago, passing 
through 11 islands. The Green Gold Culture Road takes you on 
a 400-kilometre journey through the heritage of the Southern 
Savonian swidden farmers, while the Great Savonian Museum 
Road opens a window on the region’s rich history.

Have you already spotted 
a Saimaa ringed seal? 

The Saimaa ringed seal is a subspecies of seal and one of the 
rarest seals, living only in Saimaa. This endearing and endan-
gered seal spends most of its time in the water, but in spring, 
during the moulting season, it can be seen lying on the rocks 

along the shores of Saimaa. The seal’s fur is recognisable by its 
unique ring patterns, and with a little luck you can see this rare 

creature in its natural habitat, for example on a seal cruise. 

Saimaa, Puula, Kyyvesi
and other magnifi cent lakes
Finland’s largest lake, Lake Saimaa, the ruggedly beautiful Puula, 
the offi  cial provincial lake, Kyyvesi with its rich aquatic life and 
thousands of smaller lakes make Southern Savonia an ideal 
recreational destination. Here you can rest your eyes and soul in 
beautiful lake scenery. Come and experience the breathtaking 
archipelago of Saimaa, the rauks of Puula, the fl ood meadows 
and shingles of Kyyvesi and many other wonders of lake nature!

The 5,000-year old rock paintings at 
Astuvansalmi form Finland’s largest area 
of Stone Age rock art and one of the most 
important rock art sites in Northern Europe. 
Stone Age and early Metal Age artefacts have 
been found near them, both on land and in 
the water. In their well-preserved setting, 
the rock paintings form a mysterious and 
impressive collection. Boat trips and cruises 
to the rock paintings of Astuvansalmi are 
available. 

The nearby Uittamonsalmi rock 
paintings as well as other rock paint-
ings in the Saimaa Geopark area (e.g. 
Sarkaslampi in Juva and Haukkavuori 
and Puukonvuori in the watercourses 
of Mäntyharju) invite you on a fascinating 
journey back in time to the Stone Age.

The Rock Art Centre will open 
in Ristiina in the summer of 2025. The 
centre, which will be located in the 
Brahelinna Manor, old Colonel's lodge, 
in Ristiina (Brahelinnantie 54), will present 
the creation of rock art as part of European 
cultural heritage through the history of 
Saimaa, and will also provide an opportunity 
to learn about Georg Magnus Sprengt-
porten and other cultural heritage and 
history in Ristiina and Southern Savonia.
